“Gee” & “T”

To talk about the contribution of Gee & “T” to the underground scene would be a bit pretentious, because they do not pertain to promote or support the facilitation of self. One afternoon in 1997/8 I hit on a shop call D.V.ant Records. I walked in and met Gee, he was friendly and open minded we started talking about music and live recordings. During our conversation he asked me if would like to see the studio, and was introduced to one of the engineers. “T” spoke to Gee about his involvement in the music industry, and Gee suggested that “T” co-ordinate the Artists / producers coming out of their stable. (This way of communicating with people in this music industry reminded me of JBL so much. No pretension attitude or ego, Just real kool about everything. I felt like I was on mutual ground).  

Amongst one of the Artists that were producing in the studio was a DJ called “Runningman”, in fact it was his computer they were using. Gee said there was this guy in the studio making some really good Drum & Bass; at this stage it never clicked, Till once day a short cropped hair guy walked into A.V.ant Records. I looked back at this slim built guy, but I couldn’t place him, then I realised the guy I knew had a ponytail. I was shocked, the bells rang loudly, we embraced each other. I realised this was the Runningman we’ve been talking about. I told him about the Education nights in Brixton and he came down and spun sound tracks as well as some of the sick beats that he had on dub plate. He became resident at Education. Of the many tracks he has produced there are to that spring to mind “Snap back” and “Don’t you Ever listen”. This relationship with the now DJ Runningman was cultivated a few years back. When I helped to encourage a now close friend of mine (Dave Metliss) to staying in the sound engineering industry. I gave him a long term lone of my Atari Cubase computer, which finally convinced him that he had a future in this industry. He was the person that initially introduced me to Runningman in the first place. 

I caught up with Runningman again, and gave him two tracks Nek Lok (Escobar Blues) & Robot Army (which was a heavy industrial had core track that was kicking up Northampton, Germany & Japan) Robot Army was a very dark and futuristic track on Neil Millken’s label the Polyrhythmic Production. It had previously gone out to DJ’s Like Andy C, Papa G, Devious D, DJ SS, Mark Dean (of Sonic 5) JBL, Nicky Blackmarket, Peshay, Gee, Ray Keith, DJ Ital, Offshore, Rusty Warren & Novation etc. (Robot Army was a head of its time and not a palatable track for all DJ’s in the scene), but it was right up Runningman street. I wouldn’t be surprise if this track influence his hard and heavy brand of Hard Core, Jungle, Drum & Bass even to this day. Gee like “T” is and have long been a vehicle for up and coming talent and, unlike many they strongly believe in not only promoting the scene as it is today, but encouraging and pushing new and up & coming Artist of tomorrow. This is the only way to cultivate progress and intuitive innovative new ideas. Although the process of getting them out their is not always an easy one. 
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
