Devious D, Buzby & myself started, a sound System call Solar Force. Spinning R&B Hip-Hop and Reggae and Dance Music etc. this cultivated different initiatives. Which led to my first production with Bigga, out of Ruff Rider studio Tunes like Respect, the first release and 1000 Killer Hurtz, the second many others were to follow. During this period I met T’ in my local music shop in East London, call Music Power. I use to buy my plastic their, He was always in the shop and when I came in he told me what he had just purchased and said what he thought was kicking. Over the course of time we became close friends. 

When I started to created music in my bedroom. T introduced me to SW1 Vo-Kool and they came round to my place and he started producing music with me and SW1 Vo-Kool people like Devious D J Jay The Original MC Mace and MC Ja’son, Wizard B, Shuan Stanley Tek Disc Productions regularly past through. 

I asked T’s if he news some one that had a mixing desk. He’s said yes he had Just bought one.  He lent it too me & some other equipment, although he hadn’t even un-rapped it yet. “RESPECT!” 

It was in my bedroom studio that I invited T’ to mess around on the keyboard and add the haunting spacey chord sound on MC Mace’s Track “Looking to the Sky”. T seem to have gift for playing knowing what kicks as did his brother SW1 Vo Kool, they started make a regular input into what was coming out of my stable. 

T, noted that the Break in the Jungle music was like abstract Jazz & this was agreed confirmed reinforce while having a discussion about music with DJ Freaky Reidy and Old Skool DJ Soul & Head. Freaky used to play Hip Hop Soul & R&B on his clubs night every Thursday called "The Good the Bad and the Ugly" in the West End at Hanover Grand. T introduced me to in Music Power and we all agreed this was true we clicked automatically. We set about making the first UK Jungle Jazz D&B track. We linked up straight away and tried to get something running immediately, we all knew that at the speed that the underground was running at we would have to work fast. A track was made and played out by Devious D, DJ like Peshay on Dub plate. But we were to Late Ronnie Size released Jazz Note that year the rest as you know is history. 

As well as spinning Hip Hop R&B with a splash Jungle & D&B in my Club the liquid Bar ilford with my own collective The G Spot Crew comprising of. J Jay (SL2) J Sly, L J Rock with Guests like Wizard B and Vocalist SW 1 Vo Kool. You can catch up with me at my club every Saturday as well as well as a being an integral part of the Education Net work and the Reclamation nights throughout the year Dj-ing along side Margue Gilmore and Aliens In The White House Live Percussionists. “Those cats are totally off the hook!”.  
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
