In 1990 I joined a small record label called Production House Records, a small group of family and friends who wanted to produce and sell their own dance music. 

By 1992, with a string of hits in the Music Week top 60 dance charts, Production House broke into the national charts with a track entitled TRIP TO THE MOON which was followed closely by the labels biggest hit & national Number one, LET ME BE YOUR FANTASY, by BABY D.

I left Production House in 1994 and pursued my career as an MC in the rave scene, the following year I joined Soundman Records, which was owned and run by a close school friend. Armed with our passion for both music and business, we began writing and producing tunes that were noticed by Rob Melbourne, an A&R man who signed us to his label Perusia, which was funded by BMG/RCA.

1995 The Rush Hour was born, MCMC, MC Prince, MC Micro (the horns man), Nice MC and a rotation of DJ’s & dancers that kept the show fresh and exciting. In the summer of 1999, I teamed up with the Education Krew, lending my help and support, to a New Concept in Live Hard Core jungle/Drum ’n’ Bass. 

On stage, I joined up with T’S, MC Melo-D. DJ Novation & Esha, for their remix of Kenny Ken’s UK smash, Worries in the Dance  performing under the banner of The Tuff City Crew at Brockwell Park, on 52 acres at the Liberation festival. Then I commanded the Education Network’s JBL on the decks live, at the Cargo (in Shoreditch East London) a long side the world famous Marque Gilmore & crew.  

I am currently performing with Baby D and MC Nino who are working on a new album with production crew Ruff and Tumble. There’s a new single called "FEEL FREE" this years tour dates have included shows with Kiss fm’s Street boy, the track has proved to be a great success in the Mecca clubs, as for the underground mixes, watch this space…….
