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Well how did I catch up with Neil Milliken, It’s a long story, so I’ll speed it up a little. After being in the industry for some years. I was pulled into a few ground breaking projects as a free lance consultant. I spent my time in a studio in Watford working on the format of a dance track with an young and brilliant Sound engineer called Gerard on a tune for DJ Danny Bookham Called No Limits, which is now an old skool classic. This was years a head of its time. And inspired a new direction in the now so called intelligent D&B genra. It was great to be involved in this project thanks to a good friend that was totally positive and inspirational. I have always had a sharp ear for music and pushing the new age plethora of music released on the underground. Which is probably the reason why I was asked to facilitate this project in the first place. As Peshay  use to say (“T, YOU KNOW WHAT KICKS”) 
The next project was a serious U.K. swing beat project. That due to my long time friend and myself. Gained much rave reviews in prominent music magazines. At that time, what underground track sell 15 thousand white labels? And then get sign to an independent for 15 thousand records, Not many. But unfortunately we didn’t get enumerated for all the hard work we did pending its massive success. (Lesson 1)  

It was at the down turn of all this that I caught up with Neil Milliken at the princes youth trust project around 95/96. We clicked instantly and I became a consultant on many of his tracks signed to his label Polyrhythmic Productions. Test Presses (T.P’s). Went to local DJ’s in the scene like JBL, Mark Dean and Sonic 5, DJSS Formation Records, Nicky Blackmarket, Ray Keith, Ital, Devious D Peshay Novation & Rusty Warren to name a few. Rusty Warren had links with a Guy called Jeff who had a shop in Japan. Through this link Tracks like (ESCABAR BLUZE by Nek Lok and Robot Army went out there. 

Also a guy called J.T. made a video of Robot Army, very edgy and autobiographical but has proved to be very current even to day.  

I hooked up with Neil again on his compilation Album Project, Beat Seeking Missiles. Which was supported by Giles Peterson and Patrick Forge and played on their Sunday night Kiss fm Radio show. This was un-doubtingly the first Jungle Jazz Album of its kind. 

Goldie got wind of it through listening to the talented Artist Synchronicity. Which increased and elevated its interest to another level. (Ironically Synchronicity has worked on many projects with Danny Bookham and his now world-wide famous Label, GOOD LOOKING RECORDS. What a total co-incidence I suppose what comes around goes around.  

I love the TRIP HOP feel of your latest track. Another Sun by BLUZE. It’s one of those tunes that still sticks in the jasmines of the mind. Which has a kind of Tricky/ Massive Attack feel, “Brilliant” and Progressive. The industry can only thrive with people that have your kind of honestly and integrity Keep moving, Keep inspiring. “Nuff Respect, “T”. 
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
