DJ Novation

During the past 17 years I have been involved in, and around the music business. The music scene surrounding me was all of great inspiration from rhythm &: blues to Ska; I loved anything with a strong beat. The family business involves the installation of PA's in various music venues in South London therefore it was inevitable that music would be a pivot in my life. I began drumming from the age of 5 and had a full size drum kit installed in my bedroom accompanied by lessons.

As the dance scene evolved I began to be very interested in an new genre ‑ drum 'n ' bass and began to collect various tracks for my collection finally after acquiring some Technics decks DJ Novation evolved in 1997, in a bedroom studio at home. I practised daily various new techniques such as mixing, scratching and sampling. On regular occasions friends would come round and listen and soon I was asked whether I would like to join a funk/rock band. I joined the band (Kraving Independence) as a DJ, which involved me adding samples and scratching, making a fuller sound. The band played in and around Brighton at various pubs and charity gigs. The more I played these gigs I gained more recognition as I had created a new and interesting sound and proposals of individual DJ slots began to flood in. I was offered a regular 3‑hour slot as DJ Novation at the Hobgoblin in Brixton that led to entering a sponsored DJ Competition, which I won.


In 1998 I cut my first CD mix called 'beat you up' recorded at the George IV Studio, Brixton engineered by John Walsh (Alabama 3 sound engineer more popularly know for their successful theme music Score to the American Gangster Black Comedy series The Soprano’s). These were distributed to various supporters of my projects. Over the last 5 years I have met with various promoters and contacts ‑ but 'T's from T.U.T. Promotions has been my greatest inspiration for pushing me forward in the right direction and for his guidance in the underground scene. My initial meeting with him was in 1996 at a charity event that he was promoting in South London, which I was setting up the equipment and stage for the gig.

During 2000, 'T's and I met up on a underground level ‑ I immediately admired his integrity and his knowledge regarding my promotion as an up and coming DJ, during regular Thursday Club Nights he introduced me to The Education Krew. Who show cased People like MC Melo D, DJ Off shore, Rusty Warren Nicky Blackmarket, Devious D, DJ Ital, MC and Vocalist SW1 Vo-Kool, Da Original JBL known for Track’s like Respect, 1000 Kilo Hz and many others. Who were all of great help and Support. He also gave me my first dub plate from Neil Miliken of Synchronicity Polyrhythmic Records one of the UK first Jazz Drum ‘n’ Bass Album. In 1998 which he assisted on and promoted. Other known tacks from the Album Escobar Blues and Robot Army.

I am presently working on Producing my first Drum ‘n’ Bass track as well as collaborating with T The Education Networks, out fit, The Tuff City Krew a Live Jungle Drum ‘N’ Bass band who will start the world wide International Tour this Summer 2002. Which comprises of people like: -
