DJ Upakut
What can I say? A DJ with immense talent. Very quick & technical with the mixes. Not afraid to experiment, which makes him interesting & amazing to listen to when he plays. 

He started being introduced to music from a very early age. When he was 3 he wrecked his dad's turntables so they bought him an old record player & gave him some old records. A monster was unleashed. 
He says his first DJ experience was when his aunty had a double turntable console in her flat in Acton when he was little and he used to play with it. His Uncle taught him how to use it properly. 

First experiences of proper mixing happened in the days of Electro & Breakdancing where a friend taught him about mixing & scratching on two turntables, belt drive wired in a single box, with a Tandy Microphone mixer for the crossfader! He got into Electro, hip hop & rap about 83. 
He used to do tapes for people at school always being the first to have every tune coming out around that time. This carried on into college when he started getting into the sound of techno, hardcore & house in 88 to 90. He was still buying records & DJ-ing but now he was doing regular parties in place like abandoned buildings etc. The sounds were splintering & he followed the now old skool hardcore into jungle drum n' bass. 

He started to run a sound system around this time called Public Product with two other guys which dealt with Reggae, Ragga etc while he bought the jungle drum n' bass element to it. This made them well known around the North West London area. When the sound split up, Upakut pursued the DJing, playing at various small venues & parties, doing a lot of radio work which he still does today. 
He is well known around the scene working in a tight unit with DJ's Prospect & Frequency, & MC's Flexa & Melo-D where these guys have been known to decimate the airwaves & raves they've played at. 
He has a MASSIVE record selection which takes up TWO FLATS!!! He is currently working in the middle of the scene, running the IMO Records shop in Sutton, Surrey & DJing and making contacts on a regular basis. He likes to recognise talent & help push people where necessary. 

He did a regular show sharing the space with Prospect on Origin 95.2 FM on Saturdays, 4-6pm, plus internet radio every Thursday on www.londonliveanddirect.com every Thursday from 8-10pm. 

Now he is a resident at Ambush, based at the Watershed club in wimbledon every Thursday while doing regular slots on Saturday on the internet station www.lifefm.co.uk Watch this space.......
